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Public Transportation 
 
Transit 
The TIP includes capital, operating and planning assistance projects for fixed route transit, Dial-a-
Ride and complementary ADA paratransit services provided by Springfield City Area Transit (SCAT) 
for the City of Springfield.  It also includes the ODOT Elderly and Persons with Disabilities Program 
(E&D) for elderly and disabled residents of Clark County. The Springfield Urbanized Area Public 
Transportation program for the next four years is presented on page 25. 
 
The City of Springfield is the recipient of the capital, operating and planning assistance funds.  In 
turn, the City contracts for the operation of SCAT transit services pursuant to the City’s Private 
Sector Participation Policy adopted August 8, 1989.  The transit contractor leases SCAT's city-
owned buses and facilities.  The city “passes through” planning assistance grants to the TCC. 
 
SCAT provides fixed route transit service throughout the City of Springfield, including Clark State 
Community College, Prime Ohio Corporate Park and the Upper Valley Mall.  The system currently 
operates 7 fixed routes. The system's fixed routes cover a total of 72 miles.  A maximum of 7 buses 
are used at peak times for this service.  Service is available Monday through Friday from 6:40 a.m. 
to 6:40 p.m.  The average daily ridership for 2016 was 859.6 trips per day. Overall system 
ridership for 2016 was 211,550 trips. 
 
SCAT offers Complementary Paratransit Service under the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).  
ADA service has been fully implemented throughout the required service area and provides an 
average of 10 ADA specific trips a day and a total of 2,534 in 2016.   
 
SCAT also offers “Dial-a-Ride,” a demand response service.  Dial-a-Ride provided 3,388 trips in 
2016 for an average of 13.4 trips per day. 
 
In 2013, TCC staff completed the Locally Developed Coordinated Public Transit Human Services 
Transportation Plan. This plan provides the groundwork to coordinate transit and human services 
transportation services to parts of the community that are underserved by public transportation. 

 
Specialized Transportation Program 
The TCC manages the Specialized Transportation Program that provides 80% funding for vans and 
light transit buses for transporting elderly and disabled persons in Clark County. In 2015-2016 
program recipients included TAC Enterprises and Goodwill-Easter Seals Adult Day Center of 
Springfield.  The minimum federal allocation of $35,000 per year is projected through the life of 
the TIP. The Fixing American’s Surface Transportation Act (FAST Act) requires that applicants must 
be part of the Locally Developed Coordinated Public Transit Human Services Transportation Plan 
that addresses becoming more of mobility managers to implement further options for providing 
transportation needs to the community. 
 
Rideshare 
The TCC operates a rideshare and vanpool matching program for Clark County. TCC staff maintains 
a carpool matchlist and makes presentations to employers and employees, and colleges that ask 
for information on the program for college students.  The TCC also coordinates with the rideshare 
programs of the Miami Valley Regional Planning Commission (MVRPC) and the Mid-Ohio Regional  
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Planning Commission (MORPC).  Vanpool services are arranged through VRides.  There are 
currently four park and ride lots in Clark County. 
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
